New Business

A. Conditional Use Permit No. 06-002 - A recommendation to the Planning Commission and
City Council for the 15,674 square foot Longs Drug Store with a drive-thru on a 2.41 acre
parcel.

Applicant:  Longs Drug Store

Location: Northwest corner of McCallum Way and Date Palm Drive in the Cit
Cathedral City

Zoning: Planned Community Commercial (PCC) District and within
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within Specific Plan 87-24.
Planner: Rich Malacoff

Associate Planner Rich Malacoff presented the project to the ARC for architectural and
landscaping review. As part of the approval for this project, the following two conditions need
to be included:

1. Addition of diamond cut-outs in the parking lot to provide spaces for planters
for 50% of the parking spaces.

2. Addition of undulating mounding and boulders on Parcel No. 2

3. Staff will check with the City Attorney’s office regarding maintaining the
landscaping and the driveway in perpetuity, in the event ownership of the
property changes in the future.

Associate Planner Malacoff stated that this project will be presented at the October 4, 2006
Planning Commission meeting; and, since the project is a sub-division, it will be presented

at the City Council meeting at a future date, unless there is a change. Staff also stated that

he would look into the matter and advise the ARC and applicant.

A motion was made by Vice-Chairperson Ed Gerlach, seconded by Committee Member
Ed Southard to recommend that the Planning Commission and the City Council approve
the project. The motion was approved by a vote of 4 - 0.

B. Design Review No. 05-004 - A recommendation to the Planning Commission and City
Council for the 102 room hotel on 1.85 acres.

Applicant: Tri-Millennium Properties

Location: South of Avenida Lalo Guerrero and east of the terminus of
Buddy Rogers Avenue

Zoning: Mixed Use Commercial (MXC)

Planner: Rich Malacoff

Associate Planner Malacoff presented the project and there was much discussion between the
ARC and the applicant/architect regarding the color palette and the vertical/horizontal
architectural surface relief on the hotel structure.

The following items need to be accomplished and/or addressed:

1. The minutes documenting the results of the ARC meeting are to be provided
expeditiously to the applicant the following day.

2. The applicant shall provide more horizontal and vertical articulation to the
building and provide surface relief to the long continuous roof line.

3. In regards to the color palette of the hotel, there needs to be more of a
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contrast between the tones of the selected colors. The ARC stated that color
chips would be satisfactory to bring to the next ARC meeting.

Mr. Holt stated that he was concerned with the ability of the building to express itself in our
environment and that we should work as a group to look at how the Design Guidelines are
interpreted and make recommendations for changes if they are needed.

A motion was made by Vice-Chairperson Gerlach and seconded by Committee Member
Southard and approved 4 — 0 to continue the project to the September 25, 2006 meeting of the
ARC.
